There will be between 280 and 300
people, at least 250 of whom will be
athletes, along with their respective
staff and officials, she said, competing
in a wide variety of events.

The whole weekend will kick off
Friday, as the athletes arrive and get
registered starting at 2 p.m., followed
by the culmination of the Law Enforce-
ment Torch Run Relay, which will be
run into Weyburn and to the grandstand
on the exhibition grounds, where the
opening ceremonies will take place
starting at 7 p.m.
